Supply List for purse  

A: Fabric 

1. Quilt the following pieces of fabric in a dia-
mond pattern using the top and batting of the 
sandwich, but not the backing. You can use 
pre-quilted fabric, but its backing will be hid-
den by the lining as we are going to line the 
purse to create a finished look. 

2 -- 11 ½ in. x 16 1/2 in. pieces for the 
body of the bag 

1 -- 5 in. x 14 in. piece for the bottom of 
bag 

2 -- 8 ½ in. x 8 ½ in. pieces for the inside 
and outside pockets.  If you want more 
pockets, you will need more fabric. 

2 -- 4 in. x 45 in.  fabric strips for the han-
dles (can cut from selvage to selvage) 

2. Lining fabric (can be the same pattern as 
outside of the bag or different, but not quilted) 

2 -- 11 ½ in. x 16 1/2 in. pieces for the 
body of the bag 

1 -- 5  in. x 14  in. piece for the bottom of 
bag 

2 -- 8 ½ in. x  8 ½ in. pieces for the inside 
and outside pockets.  

If you want more pockets, you will need 
more fabric. 

B: 1 yard of fabric with border print for trim on top 
and bottom of the bag. You  
can also use ribbon or other trim of your choice. 

C:  13 in. x  4 in. piece of large hole plastic needle 
point canvas 

D:  Zipper 18 inch  

E: Sewing supplies: Sewing machine. ¼ in foot, 
Zipper foot, thread, scissors (to cut fabric and the 
plastic) etc.

In keeping with the guild’s Block of the Month for 
2006 and quilt blocks from the Civil War and the 
Underground Railroad, this new children’s book 
gives another insight into the heritage of quilting by 
slaves and their families throughout America’s his-
tory.  Jacqueline Woodson shows the quilt journey 
of her family starting with her great-great grand-
mother.  The women in her family’s journeys as 
slaves from one family to another and the gift of fab-
ric that is passed along with the girl child sold to a 
new family.  The colorful illustrations of quilts and 
the wonderful stories keep alive the possibility that 
quilts were used for other purposes than to keep 
warm.
