Faux Piped Binding Tutorial

| Leavned a veally cool binding technigue
at a make Lt and take it night at my
quilt guild, Bvergreen Plecemakers tn
Kent, washington. It Looks more
complicated than it actually ts. tt ts all
done by machine so it Ls fast and easy.

So let's get started!

As You can see on my quilt [ used a green pollkn dot for the
binding and a yellow for the accent color. So we will start
out by cutting our fabric into strips. You will cut the
binding strips (greem polka dot) 1 1/2" and the accent strips
(yellow) 1 2/4”. Cut enough strips of the binding fabric to
go all the way around Your quilt plus about ten tnehes or
more. Now cut the same amount of the accent fabric.

[ Like a bias seamed binding. | think it looks nicer and there is
less bulk thawn a straight seam. So to do this you will place
Your binding strips right sides together end to end (at a right
angle) and sew -
them together
like you see in
the pleture to the
left. 1 have three
strips so 1 had to
do this twice to
make my
binding tnto one long strip. Then do the same with your
accent strips, sewing them end to end the same way.

Tvime the seams and then open Lt up andl press the seams to one stoe. Do the same with the accent strip. So
far we have prepaved the binding and accent strips separately.



Now we are going to put them together. Lay your
binding strip and Your accent strip right sides

together. Heve is one of the places wheve it will be good to
have given yourself extrn binding leagth. You want to
offset the seams <o they don't hit at the same place. | left
a couple inches tn between to reduce bulk. Plnning your
strips together to ensure that those seams don't creep
toward each other when you are sewing is a good Lolea.

Now that your binding strip s all plnned to Your accent
strip go ahead and trime the ends nice and neat. Sew a
/2" seam from one end to the other removing the pins as

You go.

OR here Ls where You have a cholee. You can press the
seam towarol the accent fabric for a “stuffed” piping or
You can press the seam toward the binding fabric for a
“flat” piplng. | am making a “stuffed” piping for this
quilt.

Now folol Your binding in half with wrong sides together and press it.



Now Your binding is all ready to sew onto the quilt. we
are going to sew the binding to the BACK of the quilt,
binding fabric side down, raw edge of the binding Lineo
up with the raw edge of the quilt. 1 Like to start tn the
middle of the side of the quilt and make sure to leave
about five or six inches of your binding strip unattached
to the quilt (for now). Don't forget to use a walking foot
at this point. £ will make it a Lot easier.

When you get to the corner of the quilt stop stitehing a
1/4" from the edge and take a couple back stitches.

You are golng to want to take Your quilt off of Yyour machine for this part. Flip the binding up so that it
Looks just Like the pieture below. Now you are going to foldl it back down on itself,

Sew this stoe down contbnuing to use a 1/4”
seam. Dow't forget to backstiteh that

corner. Continue around the quilt until you
are approaching where You started. You will
wont to stop sewiing the binding down about
ten or twelve tnches from where you stavted.



We are going to sew the two endls together on the bins so the seam is just Like the seams that we used to sew
the strips together in the beginning. Lay your binding tails down so that one end overlaps the other. Fold
the overlapping end back on itself so You see your binding fabric. Make sure the bend of the side you folded
back Lines up with the other end of Your binding. uUsing sclssors you are going to cut the binding that is
folding back o itself 2 1/2” away from the fold. Only cut the overlapping part NOT the binding that is
resting against your quilt. You want to make sure you do all this at the midpoint between where your
binding s stitched down so You have room to work.

Open up the binding and place the ends right sides
together at a vight angle (plctured above) just Like
we did in the beginming. £ may be helpful to use
plns to hold the ends together. This part can be
tricky so you might want to use pins to act as your
stitching just to test that you are sewing the enols
the right way.  Like to switeh back to my normal
1/4” sewing foot for this part. Trim the seam.

This s how it should Look after you have sewn the
ends together.




Switeh back to your walking foot and sew the rest of the
binding dowwn to the quilt with a 1/4” seam.

Now the pay off for all your hard work! Fold the binding
around to the front of the quilt and Yyou get to see how great
Lt Looks.

This binding method is sewn down by machine
by stitching in the ditch between the accent
fabric and the binding fabric. Make sure You
cover the stitehing (from sewing the binding to
the quilt) with your binding. You will notice
that whew the binding is stitched down the accent fabrie Looks Like piping and You can pull it back, so you
want to make sure You can't see where You flrst sewed the binding to the back of the quilt.

Here Ls what tt should Look Like all stitehed down.




Here is how to fold and sew the corners.

Awnd this Ls the back.
